WARNING: Do not allow the ClearGuard HD rod or luer to contact non-sterile items; touching the rod or luer with non-sterile items may lead to a bloodstream
infection. Discard the ClearGuard HD cap if the rod or luer contacts non-sterile items or gloved hands.

Removing a ClearGuard HD Cap on a Hemodialysis Catheter

PRECAUTION: Caps must never be reused or reconnected to the catheter hub using the same procedure.
